Nature of Council’s Role in the Matter

Legislative: To comply with section 3.58 of the Local Government Act 1995

Purpose of Report

To approve the sale of lots 386 and 450 Haywood Street Goomalling to James Ross and Annette Maree Trahair of 29-31 McMullan St Hamilton, Victoria for the sum of $85,000 + GST, is carried out under the requirements of Section 3.58 of the Local Government Act 1995 which have been fulfilled to the state of Council resolving its decision. 

Market Valuation was assessed for the sum of $85,000 + GST by a Licenced Valuer on 23 May 2018.

Background

Initially James Ross and Annette Maree Trahair made an offer to purchase the mentioned lots for $70,000 + GST. As a result, a Market Valuation was obtained from a Licenced Valuer to assess the appropriate Market Valuation which resulted in a valuation of $85,000 + GST. Once the Market Valuation was referred to Mr & Mrs Trahair, a counter offer of $85,000 + GST was made to Council. The advertisement to sell was placed in Wednesdays West Australian newspaper dated 1st August 2018 with submissions closing on Thursday 16th August 2018 at 4.00pm

One (1) submission was received and has been attached to my report for Councillors perusal and consideration. A counter offer is $87,000 + GST was made by a Mr Bill Richmond of Kallenia Mines P/L 
Comments and details
Attached to this report are copies of both correspondences referring to the offers to purchase land and buildings at lots 386 & 450 Haywood Street Goomalling. Assessing the correspondences in relation to what both intended purchases will bring to Goomalling are significant and from my personal view one stands out in what they’ll bring to the community and surrounding areas. 

It is my recommendation that Council approve the sale of Lots 386 & 450 Haywood Street Goomalling to James Ross and Annette Maree Trahair for $85,00 + GST.

3. Demolition order

Nature of Council’s Role in the Matter

Council to approve the Principal Environmental Health Officer’s (PEHO) request for a demolition order on Lot 240, Throssell Street, Goomalling formally owned by Mr. Laurence Raymond Reiger and Mrs Coral Ann Reiger in accordance to Section 137 and 138 of the Health (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1911. 
Purpose of Report 

To bring to a conclusion of the Health Order issued in February 2018.

Background

On the 8th February 2018, Council issued an Unfit for Human Habitation Order on the residence located on the Lot and listed a Schedule of Repairs to be completed within 180 days, to make the building habitable.

Comments and details

This house has not been inhabited since February 2016 and has been in a state of disrepair for in excess of 15 years.
Under Section 140 (1) of the Health (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1911, whenever any owner fails to comply with a notice served upon him under any of the foregoing provisions of this Part, within a time therein specified, he commits an offence, and the local government may carry out the terms of the notice and recover all expenses from the owner:

Therefore, should the owners not demolish the house and clear the land within the specified time, usually 30 days, then Council can complete the demolition order and charge them accordingly.

Should the owner fail to comply with these orders, Council will act in default of the owner and recover costs from the owner in accordance to Section 140 of the Health (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1911.
