Nature of Council’s Role in the Matter:

Legislative – this report is related to undertaking a Complex Amendment to the Shire of Goomalling Town Planning Scheme No. 3 (TPS 3), pursuant to the Planning and Development Act 2005 and Planning and Development (Local Planning Schemes) Regulations 2015.

Purpose of the Report:  
The purpose of this report is to recommend Council to initiate and adopt for advertising a proposed Amendment to the Shire of Goomalling Town Planning Scheme No. 3 (TPS 3) in respect of Lot 501 Main Street, Goomalling (the subject site).  The subject site is a Crown Reserve and has a Crown management order vested to the Shire of Goomalling for subdivision and development for light industrial purposes, however is not correctly zoned to permit subdivision or development to occur on the subject site.

Presently, there is an anomaly between the Crown management order over the subject site, and being classified as a ‘Recreation’ reserve under TPS 3, meaning that the zoning does not actually reflect its intended use, and the Shire would be unable to develop the land for any purpose.  This Amendment seeks to rezone the land to facilitate the subdivision and development for light industrial purposes, consistent with the intention of the Crown management order.  It is anticipated that this amendment, when gazetted, will be followed by subdivision applications by LandCorp and individual development applications by subsequent purchasers of land.

Background:  
The Shire of Goomalling TPS 3 was gazetted in 1995.  Subject to the Shire of Goomalling TPS 3, the subject site is classified as a ‘Recreation’ reserve.  The Objectives of the ‘Recreation’ reserve are listed as follows:

“(a)
to secure and reserve land for public access and recreation;

(b)
to maintain public recreation areas for the use of sporting and recreation bodies;

(c)
to preserve areas of natural vegetation worthy of retention;

(d)
to provide visual or noise buffer areas between incompatible uses; and

(e)
to reflect and protect areas already set aside for National Parks or Crown Reserves.”

To the immediate south and abutting the subject site, lots fronting Smith Street, Waterhouse Way and Main Street are zoned ‘Light Industry’.  To the immediate west, two Crown reserves are vested for the purposes of parks and recreation, and for sewage treatment.  To the east of Main Street, lots are zoned ‘Rural 1 – Town Environs’ and ‘Light Industry’.  Effectively, the subject site is a northerly extension of the existing ‘Light Industry’ zoned precinct.

In April 2014, a Management Order was registered that vested the subject site to the Shire of Goomalling for ‘Future Light Industrial Subdivision and Development Requirements’.
In May 2015, LandCorp commenced an analysis of the subject site to determine the development opportunities for light industrial subdivision.  

Comments/Details:
A Location Plan for the subject site is provided overleaf.  The subject site is contained within the gazetted townsite boundary for Goomalling.

Desktop assessments over the subject site have been commenced by LandCorp’s project team, including survey, flora and fauna reporting, site contamination assessment, bushfire hazard assessment, and engineering review.  The Shire’s planning consultants have also undertaken a site inspection and have prepared the Scheme Amendment report in support of rezoning the site to ‘Light Industry’ under the TPS 3.

The amendment would have minimal impact on other land in the scheme area.  It is understood that rezoning the subject site would not result in any significant environmental, social, economic or governance impacts.  Furthermore it is consistent with the management order applying to the land, and is necessary to resolve an existing anomaly between the management order and the Scheme zoning.  At this time, no critical issues have been identified that would prevent the Scheme Amendment from being initiated.

In this regard, the classification of the subject site as a ‘Recreation’ reserve currently prevents the Shire from utilising the reserve for its intended purpose.  It is appropriate that the subject site be considered for rezoning to ‘Light Industry’ in order to facilitate subdivision and development in accordance with the Crown management order.  The Shire cannot utilise the land in accordance with the Scheme reservation as this would contravene the management order under the Crown reservation, and vice versa.

A Scheme Amendment Plan is provided as Attachment x.x.  This will be submitted with the Amendment Report to the Environmental Protection Authority for assessment under the Environmental Protection Act 1986 and Western Australian Planning Commission for its consent to adverise, prior to advertising being undertaken.
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Implications to consider:
Consultation – Initial consultation has been undertaken with officers at the Department of Planning.  The Amendment has been prepared having regard to advice provided by the Department.  Should the Council resolve to initiate the amendment and adopt it for advertising, formal advertising of the Scheme Amendment would proceed.  Referral of the Amendment would be made to the Environmental Protection Authority for its assessment, and to the Western Australian Planning Commission for its consideration, prior to advertising.  Consultation for a period of a minimum 60 days would then be required, and would involve a notice in a locally circulated newspaper, a sign on-site, a copy of the notice at the Shire’s Administration Office, as well as notices circulated to public authorities, service providers and landowners, as required.
Strategic – the Scheme Amendment has regard to the following strategic objectives of the Shire of Goomalling Strategic Community Plan 2013:
Economic – E 3 Actively support and develop local and new business

E3.4
Promote new commercial and industrial development through appropriate zoning of land and infrastructure (medium term).

Built Environment – B 1 Manage current and future assets and infrastructure in a sustainable manner

B1.4
Provide commercial and industrial land aligned to economic needs and growth (medium term).

Policy – The Scheme Amendment is consistent with the Scheme aims in respect of Light Industry use, and the rezoning is necessary to ensure the policy statements for the ‘Light Industry’ zone can be met.
Financial – the Shire is financially responsible for costs associated with preparing the Amendment and with public advertising.  The Shire has negotiated with LandCorp that it will be financially responsible for road and drainage works associated with a future subdivision.
Legal and Statutory – The Shire is responsible for operating, reviewing and amending its TPS 3.  This Amendment is bound by the processes under the Planning and Development Act 2005 and the Planning and Development (Local Planning Schemes) Regulations 2015.  Council is responsible for making resolutions at three steps in the process:
1. For initiating a scheme amendment – to proceed with preparing an amendment;
2. For adopting a scheme amendment for advertising – i.e. to proceed with referral to the Environmental Protection Authority, Western Australian Planning Commission, public authorities and the general community; and
3. For considering all submissions received, and to support a scheme amendment after advertising approval (with or without modification) for referral to the Western Australian Planning Commission for approval by the Minister for Planning.  
The local government also has the ability to pass a resolution to not proceed with a scheme amendment at any of these three steps.
Risk – there is an identified low risk to the Shire that the Environmental Protection Authority may require an Environmental Assessment for the subject site prior to advertising.  There is an identified low risk to the Shire that the Western Australian Planning Commission may not support the Amendment for advertising in its current form.  There is an identified low risk to LandCorp that subdivision of the subject site may not be commercially feasible to proceed.
